· “When I became executive director in 2011 we relied on the federal ConnectAbility Grants, member dues, and registration fees for workshops. A few years later the federal government cut back on funding, so in order to make up for the lost revenue, I initiated an Annual Golf Tournament which was successful, but a lot of work for everyone. Now our income is generated from member dues (up 50% since I began), an Annual Statewide Transportation Expo (which has been very successful) held at our state Department of Transportation, advertising in our newsletter and programs, workshop fees and an unrestricted grant from a member. As the only employee (part time), I work hard to get speakers for our workshops who don’t charge and minimize any expenses.”
